Toddler Time Pre-school:  For detailed information request the Toddler Brochure.

3-4 Year & Young 3 Pre-school:  Designed as a child’s first learning experience away from home.  The program is flexible and activities are introduced as the children are ready.  Social development is heavily stressed in this program. The classes are held T-Th AM or PM.  The AM Young 3 has a lower ratio.
Young Four Pre-school:  Aimed at a child turning 4 during summer or fall.  Many readiness skills are introduced, as well as, a strong emphasis on social development. Several field trips are offered during the school year.   The class is scheduled 3-Days AM. 
4-5 Year Pre-K:  This Kindergarten readiness class is designed to prepare students for school.  Subjects covered include early math and science concepts, writing, phonemic awareness, music, art and etc. Planned field trips and events bring subjects to life for students. A parent may choose between two AM schedules or one PM schedule.
Young Five Pre-K:  A school readiness class for students turning five.  Eligibility requirements are: one year of pre-school, writing his/her name unaided and a readiness evaluation.  This class builds on skills the child has acquired with emphasis on writing, science, math, phonemic awareness and personal responsibility.  The class is offered 4-Days AM with a 5 day option available.
